This year again we will continue the tradition of Funday Fridays with an appropriate activity relating to the theme – a dragon hunt, treasure hunt or Watermelon search through the Bishop’s garden and the ever-popular face painting and tattoo’s.
DIRECTIONS:
St Alban’s Episcopal Church is located next to the Washington National Cathedral at the corner of Massachusetts and Wisconsin Avenues NW. From Points North: Take Wisconsin Ave south towards Washington DC.  St. Albans Church is on the left side - one half block before the intersection of Mass Ave. Make a left on to Lych Gate road. Lych Gate road is the entrance with the “covered bridge”. St. Albans church is on the left and the door to Satterlee hall is on the right.
 Teachers will be available at the door at 8:25 A.M to greet your child and take them from the car to camp if you wish to avail.

Parking is limited but you are always welcome to find parking and come in to visit. Please do not park in spaces reserved for Clergy of St Albans Church.
The Campus grounds are very busy during the summer months. Please help us make our carpool flow smoothly so as not to block traffic. 

You can help us by staying in your car if you are choosing to avail of the carpool line. Teachers will come and take your child out. Have a pre arranged goodbye plan with your child such as a “high five” or “thumbs up” signal. 

Please do not be alarmed if your child is crying: it never lasts very long. In the event of a very distressed child we will call you for assistance.

On the first day please bring:

· A tote bag suitable for bringing home art projects. Bags stay at camp and go home on Friday.
· A sweatshirt/light fleece or cardigan that can stay at camp as our A/C works really well. 
· A change of clothing. Please label all clothing.
· A towel for water days.
· On Tuesdays and Thursdays please send your child dressed in swimwear. Crocs or water shoes or sandals that can get wet are best. Bring a change of clothing.
· Sunscreen marked with your child’s name – please apply before camp and we will reapply as needed.

· Medications such as Eppi pens should be placed in a zip-lock bag and clearly labeled with your Child’s name. Teachers will carry these with them at all times. All teachers are First Aid and CPR certified.

· Lunch Bunch: Please bring lunch in a labeled bag or lunch box. There is no refrigeration available for lunches so please include a freezer pack with lunch.
· We do have access to a microwave if you would like something warmed up.
· Drop in lunch bunch will be available at a cost of $15 per day per child.

At the end of the day we will have your child waiting with teachers at the door of Satterlee Hall. Carpool starts at 11:50 A.M and 2:50 P.M for full day/lunch bunch.
